And with those three
sentences, it was official:
Madonna and Guy’s split
was going to be anything
but friendly.

“She is being beastly,”
Guy’s father, John, told 7he
Daily Telegraph. He added
that the couple’s problems
date all the way back to
2005, when Madonna fell
off her horse while riding
on the grounds of the cou-
ple’s East London estate,
cracking three ribs and
breaking her collarbone
and hand. She felt Guy, 40,
wasn’t sympathetic enough.
“She’s blaming him for
that,” Guy’s father
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
